	Whereas, ECGRA seeks to empower the nonprofit sector of Erie County toward economic and community development;

	Whereas, ECGRA seeks to innovate and transform the decision-making process for community empowerment;

	Whereas, ECGRA’s Board of Directors is interested in empowering Erie County residents to vote on behalf of nonprofit projects undertaken to better their quality of life;

	Whereas, the UChoose Committee has met, created the Guidelines and will play an active role in reviewing the Grant Applications;

	Whereas, three categories will be established in an online platform powered by GoErie.com in the amounts of $5,000; $10,000; and $15,000;

Erie County-based nonprofits that apply for the UChoose Grant will follow the guidelines and online application process outlined in the attached Exhibit “A”.
